Yenetian Indoor Water Park Hours of Uperation

Pool hours: Sunday 2pm to 10pm, Monday through Thursday; 6am to 10pm, Friday; 6am to 4pm.

Water park hours: Friday; 4pm to 11pm, Saturday; 8am to 11pm, and Sunday; 8am to 2pm. Holiday hours will be announced.

Venetian Indoor Water Park Rules

Pool Rules

« Admission. ALL guests entering the Water Park will be required to wear a wristband.

» Communicable disease. No person with or suspected of having a communicable disease which could be transmitted through use of the
pool shall work at or use any public pool.

+ Warning. A person with any considerable area of exposed sub epidermal tissue, open blisters, or cuts must be warned that these may
become infected and advised not to use the public pool.

» Showering. Any person using a public pool must take a cleansing shower using warm water and soap and thoroughly rinse off all soap
before entering the pool enclosure. A user leaving the pool to use the toilet must take a second cleansing shower before returning to the
pool enclosure. A person who exercises, applies lotion, or uses a sauna or steam room must shower before using the pool.

» No Spitting. Spitting, spouting water from the mouth, or blowing the nose in the pool is prohibited.

» No running. No running or boisterous or rough play, except supervised water sports, is permitted in the pool, in the restrooms, or on the
water park deck.

» Glassware. Glassware and similar material with a tendency to shatter on impact is not allowed in the pool/water park enclosure area.

» Diving. Diving is not permitted anywhere in the Water Park.

» No Pets. Domestic animals are not permitted in the pool/water park enclosure or restrooms.

» Food. Guests are not allowed to bring outside food or drink into The Venetian Indoor Water Park.

» Guests must change diapers in their guest room or the water park restrooms, not on the deck.

« Only U.S. Coast Guard approved lifejackets are acceptable flotation devices to be used at the Venetian Indoor Water Park. Lifejackets
are NOT allowed on either of the large waterslides.

» Lockers are provided at extra charge and are one time use only.

« Foul and obscene language will not be tolerated by staff or guests.

« No swinging or hanging on the ladders and ropes. Please use the ropes on the water walk. Please no running across it.

« Appropriate swim attire must be worn in the park. Please no jean cutoffs or swim attire with metal adornments as they can scratch the
interior of the waterslides.

« Masks/goggles that cover the nose are not allowed in the water; however, goggles that do not cover the nose are permitted. Goggles and
eyeglasses are not permitted on the large waterslides
